me - my — mine
you - your — yours
he - his — his

she - her — hers

it - its — its

we - our — ours
you - your — yours

they - their — theirs

examples:

This is my dog. The dog is mine.
It's their house. The house is theirs.
Whose is this pen? It's mine.

Whose car is this? It's John’s.
